For this project you will…

* Think about a significant turning point or a conflict in your life that involved challenging this part (or parts) of your identity. 

* Using your identity and the experiences in your life, develop a story based on the ways in which your identity has helped you grow as a person, helped form your ideology and made you into who you are today.

* Create a podcast to illuminate a part (or parts) of your identity that has made up your current ideology.

Essential Questions:

· What are some parts of your identity that have led to conflict or significant turning points in your life?

· How/When have you felt powerful or oppressed (or both) by your identity?

· What are some turning points in your life when your identity has caused conflict?  

· What conflicts have arisen from your multi-faceted identity?
· Can an identity undergo a transformation? How? Why or why not?

· How do you have the power to create or transform your own identity/history? 
· What is your ideology? How/Why can differing ideologies lead to conflict or cohesion in society?
Your podcast must include…

· Detailed information about the part of your identity you are focusing on

· A specific description of the turning point-- how/why/when/where it took place 

· Details about the setting of the story

· Details about how you were feeling throughout the story

· Explain why this part of your identity & this conflict has been so impactful in your life. 

· Global connections: Use all of your knowledge of history, gathered throughout this semester, and identify connections to your story. Describe these connections and analyze how they relate to you.

· 2 Historical Events (turning points or conflicts) to connect to your story

· 10 Vocabulary words 

· Any other interdisciplinary connections made are a bonus! ( 

· Explain how this experience has enlightened you.

· Did it change your ideology? If so, how? If not, why not?

· Outside sources: Interviews, Articles, Documents, Videos, etc. 

· Must have a work cited page

· Minimum of 5 references (2 of which are interviews)
