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Where I’m From-- Reflection
1. Prepare to collect history.  
· Introduce and explain your topic and thesis question: 

· What did you know about your topic before this project? 

· Discuss any research you did and how it helped you think about your topic. 

· Evaluate your sources. Who is your interview subject? How do you know they are reliable?

· How did you know about him or her?  

· What made you think that he or she would be the best person to talk to about your topic?  

· What did you expect to learn?  

· What else were you thinking about while you were making a plan to capture your piece of oral history?

2. Gather material.
· Describe what it was like to conduct your interview.  

· Where were you?  

· What was difficult and/or easy about he interview?

· What was the most fascinating thing you learned from your sources?

3. Process what you documented.  
· Listen to, transcribe, and edit your recordings using computers.  Create an audio narrative that is both real and engaging.  Use what you learned to do further research on your topic.  Use your photos to create a realistic portrait drawing.
